Good News!

April 21, 2019
Easter (C)
Acts 10:34a, 37-43; Col 3:1-4 or 1 Cor 5:6b-8; In 20:1-9

The key to our faith is the testimony of the apostles
who witnessed Jesus resurrected from the dead. For
this reason, the Easter scriptural passages carefully
record who saw him, when. and under what circum-
stances.

Particularly powerful is the testimony of Mary
Magdalene. She was at the foot of the cross with
Mary and John. She saw Jesus' passion and death
in all its brutal reality: carrying the cross. the nail-
ing, spearing, his last agonizing words. lowering his
body from the cross, cleaning his corpse, and anoint-
ing 1t according to Jewish customs. She would have
wrapped him in linen and then stood outside the
tomb as soldiers sealed it shut. She, more than any-
one, could testify that he was most definitely dead.

Imagine her surprise when, early Sunday morn-
ing, she found the stone rolled away and the tomb
empty. After Peter and John came o confirm that it
was as she said, Mary Magdalene stayed at the tomb.
Having been forgiven much. she loved much. Saint
Gregory the Great comments that the woman who
stayed behind to seck Christ was the only one to see
him, for perseverance is essential to any good deed.

Often we need to persevere in pursuing Jesus.
He doesn’t reveal himsell to mere curiosily seekers.
Rather, he rewards those who seek him with sincerity
and who have accepted him deeply.

Jesus would find the person who was seeking him.
He called her by name because he knew her as no one
else. She had found her lost treasure and held on to it
with all her loving strength.
