� Ash Wednesday�Ashes will be distributed at St. 

Mary’s during the 7 AM and 6:30 PM MASSES.  Fr. 

Croghan will also distribute askes at a noon Mass in the 

Hamilton College Chapel.  (Parking is very limited and 

in remote locations.)�

� Lent Fast & Abstinence�Abstinence from meat is 

observed on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and ALL Fri-

days of Lent by all Catholics 14 years and older.�

� Fasting is observed on Ash Wednesday and Good 

Friday by all Catholics who are 18 years of age but not 

yet 59.  Those bound by this rule may take only one full 

meal.  “The law of fasting allows only one full meal a 

day, but does not prohibit taking some food in the morn-

ing and evening, observing�as far as quantity and quali-

ty are concerned�approved local custom.”�

� Stations of the Cross �Every Friday evening at 7 

PM during Lent we will gather in Church for a time of 

prayer ad meditation on the Stations of the Cross.  This 

service is a great chance to reflect on the meaning of Je-

sus’ sacrifice for us.  Please join us for this peaceful time
