On this day 25 years ago, 168 people died in the
bombing of the Alfred P. Murrah Federal Building in Ok-
lahoma City. The footprint of the building is now ringed
by trees providing a living threshold for ground made sa-
cred by grief. A surviving wall records the names of those
who lived through the tragedy, while a Field of Empty
Chairs recalls the adults and children who perished. Vio-
lence created the need for this memorial. But the chairs,
which become vigil lights of memory through each night,
attest that a light shines in every darkness. Be that light.
